The German Academic Exchange Service (DAAD) offers scholarships for post-graduate studies and
research to Thai nationals for the academic year 2015/2016. Applicants should be academic staff mem-
bers of universities or research institutes.

The scholarships are available in every academic field. Applicants must have a Master’s Degree and
marks well above average. At the time of application, generally no more than six years should have
passed since the graduate gained the last degree; in the case of doctoral students, no more than three
years should have passed since starting the doctoral process; and in the case of postdocs, no more than
four years should have passed since gaining the doctorate.

Note: Doctoral theses in the medical field (Dr. med., Dr. med. vet. Dr. med. dent.), further train-
ing in a clinical area, specialist medical training in Germany and any other project that requires
the scholarship-holder to work as a doctor (with state license "Approbation' or "Permission to
temporarily practice medicine") unfortunately cannot be funded.

clothing and books will be paid by DAAD.
